Incorrect voltage pairing of LED driver and fixture. 12V driver models will not power a fixture with a higher voltage rating.

Tape Light Overheats

Incorrect voltage pairing of LED driver and fixture. Ensure 12V tape light models are not paired with a driver with higher
voltage.

Incorrect ambient temperature. Ensure tape light is installed in environment -4° ~ 122°F (-20° ~ 50°C).

Fixture flickers randomly,

may shut off

Connection is not secure. Check connection at CLICKTIGHT and ensure metal prongs of CLICKTIGHT are directly on top
of Tape Light Solder pads.

Shift in brightness and/
or color

Review Tape Light maximum series run limit. Exceeding will cause voltage drop, decreasing brightness and/or color shift.
